CC: Followup on doctor’s appointment.

HPI: The patient is a 90-year-old female who has had a chronic wound on the right lateral ankle and last week I had a call from the patient’s daughter/POA who has arranged for the patient to receive wound care with an outside wound care physician. Today the patient had an appointment with an interventional cardiologist. The goal was assessing arterial flow to her right foot. She states that with the testing that he did he was able to find a pulse in her right foot and did not understand what that meant and I explained to her that if there is blood flow than there can be healing of the ulcer and they also would not have to do any kind of intervention to open up an artery so that there could be blood flow so they can then proceed with the plans that daughter related to me last week. She was happy to hear that. The goal is wound care and then following up with cardiology starting at today’s appointment and then continuing with followup periodically to assess ongoing blood flow. She is not currently on antibiotic nor does she have the area covered. She denies any pain. Overall, the patient was in good spirits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Chronic lateral right ankle wound. This is going to be cared for through Summit Wound Care and daughter will transport the patient to those appointments. Today she had an appointment with Dr. Michael Scherlag at OHH North. She had a sonogram and arteriogram of her right lower extremity that diagnosed a good arterial flow. She will have a followup appointment on 08/08/25 with Dr. Danley the wound care physician. So we will continue to follow this with the patient. The other issue is that today the patient’s daughter was trying to assist her in moving from the toilet to standing in her apartment. Somehow the daughter lost contact with her, the patient fell hit herself on her bottom. I asked the patient if she was having any pain or any difficulty with moving she denied that and states that she is okay. I also told her that she looks like she has lost some weight so we will have staff weigh her.
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
