CC: Followup on medications.
HPI: An 80-year-old female seen in room. She was relaxing in her recliner and I told her I just want to check to make sure that she was receiving her medications properly. The patient self administers her medications when I saw her last she was upset at having run out of potassium and not having had it in a couple of days while she is on a diuretic. I was able to find the pharmacy that she was using which was PharMerica and was talked with them, we have ordered her potassium and it was sent the following day. She showed me her daily medications and how they are given. She has a packet that is labeled the date and the timeframe that she is to take these medications would then say from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m. and in the second packet is the same date between 5 p.m. and 7 p.m. so she has her system down states she has got plenty of medications so we will go from there. Overall, she states her son or grandson come and check on her about every other night and that is nice but she is feeling more comfortable and enjoying just getting to do what she wants. I think she probably secludes herself a bit in the room but hopefully with time she will socialize more. There was an issue that we have to get patient established in the EMR system so that we can track medications and if she have any issues that required medical care i.e. going to the ER that information would need to be printed out to send with her. Labs for baseline data were have ordered but have not been able to be drawn due to the incomplete EMR record that is another issue that I will be addressing with the facility nurse or corporate staff. Overall, the patient states that she is feeling good. I told her I will check-in with her next week and she said that would be fine. I left her in good spirits and she did actually later go to the dining room for lunch so that was a good move.
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
