CC: Transfer of hospice and return DME.
HPI: The patient is a 103-year-old female residing in memory care. Today, her daughter/POA Margo cross was present there was a lot of busyness going on it was frustrating and I helped Margo kind of figure out what thing she wanted to do next. To begin with the patient has been followed for couple of years by Traditions Hospice and another nurse from Traditions quit and the POA now wants to go with another hospice or patient’s previous nurse is now working with this other hospice. So, I told her I would write an order for Anthem Hospice to evaluate patient. Another issue is that patient had an oxygen concentrator and three portable tanks left in her closet there are no longer necessary so I told daughter that I would contact the DME Company who provided them and have them pick them up. I was able to get a hold of them they had actually the information regarding the equipment that was left with the patient. I was told that they are having two runs to pick up outstanding DME equipment and so hers would be picked up tonight or tomorrow morning. So all the above information was relayed to Ms. Cross. 
Dental caries, POA related that patient has three cavities in the molar area and they are really bothering her but at 103 transporting her to the dentist sedating her to do dental work they thought it over and do not see it as feasible so I am going to treat her with antibiotic as I would for any dental infection Augmentin 500/125 mg one tablet p.o. q.8h. x7 days and then she will be getting Tylenol 650 mg q.8h. routine x1 and then it will be p.r.n.
