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DOB: 
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This is an 82-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of parkinsonism. The patient has had increased fatigue, shortness of breath, symptoms of aspiration pneumonia consistent with end-stage parkinsonism. The patient also had hyponatremia and dysphagia. The patient has had significant weight loss, decreased appetite. PPS is at 40% now. His wife is his caregiver. She states that he is sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day and difficulty with swallowing because of loss of muscle control related to his Parkinsonism. He is of course bowel and bladder incontinent. He needs help with ADL. He most likely has less than six months to live. Only able to stay home because of the help of hospice nurses and hospice aides. The patient also has a right heel ulceration stage II. The patient’s recent MAC was reported at 23.6 cm on the left side consistent with significant weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s family is aware of his grave prognosis. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and continues to decline and remain appropriate for hospice.
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
