Bert is a 90-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia along with hypertension, hyperlipidemia, COPD, hypoventilation, hypoxemia, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, decreased appetite, weight loss and muscle wasting. His daughter tells me that he has lots of issues in the evening with behavioral problems, yells and screams at times and becomes very aggressive. The patient has Seroquel that was ordered, but refused to take the medication most of the time, the daughter states. His weight loss is unavoidable given his advanced Alzheimer’s dementia, his appetite is diminished and he has bouts of aspiration when he eats. His PPS is at 40%. He is no longer taking Aricept or Namenda at this time. The patient’s hypoxemia is related to his hypoventilation. His vitals revealed a pulse of 97, O2 sat was 90% with a blood pressure of 130/68. The patient has a tendency to stay up at night with sundowner syndrome, behavioral issues and sleep during the day from time-to-time. The patient is definitely showing signs of worsening dementia and most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
