The patient presents with hoarseness with slight cough and maybe congestion for the past two days, requesting shot and prescription.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful except low thyroid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He works in sales from home ______.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 2+ hoarseness. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing which were all negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection, sinusitis, laryngitis and history of low thyroid disease.
PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with Rocephin and dexamethasone injection requested, to return for ultrasounds; last done in 2023 and to follow up with endocrinologist and here if needed.
