PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Questionable inflammation external auditory canal without cerumen. No tenderness to external tragus. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Apparent otitis externa not responsive to oral antibiotics.
PLAN: He was advised to discontinue Q-tips, given Cortisporin Otic and to follow up with PCP, pediatrician with referral to ENT if not clearing.
