The patient presents with history of sore throat for five days with cough, shortness of breath reported with vomiting, possible fever, headache, and exposure to COVID.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory except sister with similar symptoms with probable flu.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Continued with upper abdominal discomfort, seen a few months ago, referred to GI, not able to get in with some continued upper abdominal discomfort.
The patient had testing in the office for strep, flu and COVID with positive type B flu test.
EKG performed without abnormality. Of note, the patient was seen here in January with workup and finding of gallstone.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Type B flu, gallstone questionable symptomatic, also complains of left hip pain.

PLAN: Treated with megadoses of vitamin C. Observation. Because of persistence of abdominal discomfort and probable gastritis, Protonix was refilled which she had taken before, but was out of for the past few weeks, again with suggestion to see gastroenterologist under her insurance. The patient also has presence of gallstone. Because of presence of gallstone, the patient was also advised to consider seeing a surgeon after evaluation by gastroenterologist.
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
