HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old female here with painful urination.

The patient stated she has a history of recurrent UTI, has been taking Macrobid with what she described as temporary relief and then the symptoms come right back.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies increased temperatures. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She states she is eating and drinking well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, and morbidly obese young lady.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 123/79.

Pulse is 88.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.5.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Medication refill.

2. UTI.
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PLAN: Urinalysis was done in the clinic today. Urinalysis revealed leukocyte esterase positive. All other variables were negative.

The patient was given the following medication in the clinic: lincomycin 300 mg IM. I will stop Macrobid and start the patient on Cipro 500 mg, she will take one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14. The patient requests refills of her Eliquis and hydroxyzine for sleep, these were given for 90 days.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
