CC: Readmit from hospital note.
HPI: A 92-year-old gentleman seen in apartment that he shares with his wife. The patient is receiving PT through Amedisys. On 07/24/2025, the patient was admitted to Norman Regional with an increase in chronic low back pain for the previous three days. He stated getting out of bed that day he felt a sudden catch in his back and it affected his left leg. CT of the lumbar spine showed an acute L1 compression fracture. The patient was placed in a TLSO brace after discussion of the use of it with the patient and his son. The patient is not yet walking, he is getting around in his wheelchair, but the goal through PT is to work on walking again and transferring safely. His left lower extremity, he has neuropathic pain and is having occasional spasms and prescribing a Medrol Dosepak and Mirapex. He is having to sleep on his right side secondary to the discomfort.

DIAGNOSES: L1 acute vertebral compression fracture, left lower extremity acute neuropathic pain with spasm; the patient will continue with the TLSO brace, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, HTN, HLD, hypothyroid, chronic seasonal allergies, BPH, and lumbar stenosis with back pain prior to the above injury.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged as per 07/08 note.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and PCN.
DIET: Regular thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert gentleman seated in his wheelchair, able to give information.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/74, pulse 68, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, O2 saturation 96%, and weight 175 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He moves his arms. He is careful about pulling and certain ranges of motion at his lower back. He propels with his right foot and arms.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Vertebral compression fracture L1 with left lower extremity neuropathy. A Medrol Dosepak is ordered.

2. Medication clarification. Mag-Ox 400 mg will be the dose that he is to be receiving; we will discontinue the 300 mg that is listed in his profile.
