CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 47-year-old male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 47-year-old male with history of chest tightness and shortness of breath who was referred for evaluation. The patient currently denies any chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations. He has had no nausea or vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. “Hole in his heart.” 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Kidney transplant.

2. AV fistula for dialysis.

3. Kidney cancer.

4. Congenital heart disease requiring surgery as a child.

MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine one daily, carvedilol one daily, and tacrolimus as scheduled.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/85, pulse 76, respiratory rate 20, height 62”, and weight 185.6 pounds.

Skin: There is a well-healed midline sternal scar. There is also a transverse abdominal scar consistent with prior cholecystectomy.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 70 bpm. There is a right bundle-branch block pattern present. Left atrial enlargement is present. Right ventricular hypertrophy with repolarization abnormality is present. Old inferior wall myocardial infarction.
IMPRESSION: A 47-year-old male with history of congenital heart disease status post repair, status post kidney transplant and history of possible ASD versus VSD, now seen in followup. The patient will require echocardiogram. No further recommendations pending echocardiogram.
