Dear Crystal:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Hendershot with diabetic nephropathy, history of IgA nephropathy and hypertension.  Her last visit was January 6, 2025.  She has been very sick for more than a month with asthma, bronchitis and pleurisy.  She has been on oral steroids as well as antibiotics, inhalers and breathing treatments and things are slowly starting to get better, but she still is coughing with quite a dry cough and having quite a bit of wheezing recently.  She has not been hospitalized, but she went to the ER about three times for the shortness of breath and severe cough.  She denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No current edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the Jardiance 25 mg daily, losartan 25 mg daily and other medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 201 pounds that is an 8-pound decrease over the last eight months, pulse is 78 and blood pressure is 132/82.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs have bilateral expiratory wheezes and deep breath causes her to cough dry hacking nonproductive cough.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is obese and nontender.  No ascites and trace of ankle edema bilaterally.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done August 14, 2025.  Creatinine is stable at 1.02, estimated GFR greater than 60 and calcium 9.7, electrolytes are normal, albumin 4.4, phosphorus 4.2 and hemoglobin is 13.8, normal platelets and white count 10.6.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Diabetic nephropathy with preserved kidney function.  She will continue to have labs every 3 to 6 months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.
3. IgA nephropathy and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
