HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is playing football and just started practice with uniforms and that facility washed uniforms and ever since then he has had this almost whole body rash that has been irritating for the last two days, has not taken anything for it, but he had staph last year and he is concerned for an infection. No shortness of breath or difficulty breathing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
DRUG ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of tobacco or ETOH use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: A very pleasant, awake, alert and oriented child, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Has got multiple pustular lesions, non-draining, pin-sized, on his neck, waist and arms with mild excoriation marks to it.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: We will provide 10 mg of dexamethasone in the clinic as well as Medrol Dosepak. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
