CC: X-ray review.
HPI: A 77-year-old gentleman in memory care who had a fall in his room on 08/03/2025; he was trying to get out of bed on his own and ended up falling landing on his left hip. By exam, there was no leg-length discrepancy. He had tenderness to deep palpation. There was some redness of the skin, but skin was intact. So, imaging of his left hip was taken on the same day and it showed an unremarkable left hip without fracture, lytic lesion or dislocation. The patient has not complained since of his hip bothering him, so there has been no followup x-ray. The patient has Roxanol 0.5 mL a.m. and h.s. routine and then q.6h. p.r.n. for pain.
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
