CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also came as a followup for abnormal CT scan of the head.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had CT scan of the head ordered by endocrinologist but incidentally they found right-sided pituitary lobe consistent with pituitary adenoma. The patient denied any visual problems or headache.

The patient also complained of right elbow pain radiating pain to the fifth finger.

The patient stated that he had a CT scan of the brain and it showed right-sided pituitary adenoma and he does not have any symptoms.
The patient has right elbow pain. The level of pain is 4 and it is mostly dull sensation and radiates to fifth finger. There is no history of fall.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs two to three times a day as needed and he has not used for the last two months.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Jardiance 25 mg tablet once a day, metformin 1000 mg tablet one tablet twice a day, Ozempic 2 mg injection once a week and Entresto 24/26 mg one tablet per mouth twice a day.

The patient has a history of pedal edema and he is on triamterene plus hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg tablet one tablet daily as needed.

The patient has a history of numbness and tingling and he is on gabapentin 300 mg capsule twice a day.
SURGICAL HISTORY: None recently.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He is currently retired. The patient quit smoking in 2018; however, he drinks beer two to four cans once a month. No history of substance abuse. His exercise is in the health club every day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
Right elbow examination reveals minimal tingling; otherwise no tenderness.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
