Dear Sirs at Masonic Home:

This is a followup for Mr. Sumner with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in June.  He has history of stroke with weakness and contraction on the left upper and lower extremity.  He is eating by mouth.  Peg is out.  Foley catheter is removed.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies blood or melena.  Denies urinary symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Uses inhalers, but no oxygen.  No CPAP machine.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Clonidine patches, hydralazine, beta blockers, Demadex, diuretics, and diabetes treatment.  Comes in a wheelchair.
Physical Examination:  Weight 197, which is stable from June and blood pressure by nurse 113/74.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No abdominal or back tenderness.  Contracture left upper and lower extremity.  Wears brace on the left leg.
Labs:  Chemistries August; anemia worsening.  Creatinine 4.9, 5.1, and 6.2.  GFR around 10 stage V.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Recent phosphorus not elevated less than 4.8.  Diabetes at 7.7.
Assessment and Plan:  Acute on chronic renal failure versus progressive chronic kidney disease and history of urinary retention.  Presently off Foley catheter.  Bladder ultrasound has been requested urgently.  No symptoms of uremia, but the levels are quite abnormal likely will require dialysis, if we do not find a reversible cause.  He does not appear to be dehydrated or in severe volume overload.  Blood pressure on medications normal low.  There is anemia that has not required EPO treatment and he denies external bleeding.  There is minor degree of secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Does not require any specific treatment.  Present electrolyte, acid base, calcium, phosphorus and nutrition is normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  He is aware of kidney problems as his sister was on dialysis.  Today, he came alone and attempts to call family members no answer.  All issues discussed with the patient at length.  We will see what the ultrasound shows and potential dialysis soon.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
