Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Tennant with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  Denies emergency room.  Progressive weight loss and poor appetite.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Chronic incontinence wears a pad.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Presently no edema or claudication symptoms.  Uses bilateral cane.  Presently, no chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Follows for aortic valve disease with Dr. Krepostman.
Review of System:  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Entresto, Lasix, beta-blockers, narcotics, diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 118 and blood pressure by nurse 152/68.  Lungs are distant, but clear.  No wheezing.  No rales.  No gross dullness, loud and aortic systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  No gross JVD.  No gross ascites or edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 2.05 previously as high as 2.5 some of these is from weight loss.  Present GFR 31 stage IIIB or probably overestimated through GFR might be upper 20s.  Anemia with large red blood cells.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV.  Weight loss is not related to uremia this will not be salt with dialysis.  He has anemia and large red blood cells macrocytosis.  Presently no EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus not elevated.  Has heart abnormalities on Entresto background probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Etiology or weight loss is not clear.  Differential diagnosis is broad.  Has prior four vessel bypass surgery and stents as indicated above, known aortic valve disease.  Continue chemistries on a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
