HISTORY: This is a 34-year-old female here for followup. The patient indicated that she was here recently on 08/16/2025 diagnosed with UTI. She was treated with the following medications. She had Rocephin 1 g IM in the clinic, Macrobid ______ mg b.i.d., and Toradol for pain and she states she is feeling much better and has no pain today. She states she is still urinating more frequent than usual, but states she is drinking a lot of water. She reports a family history of diabetes (the patient was advised to return to the clinic as soon as possible for fasting labs). She was advised not to eat or drink anything after midnight, to come in the click at 8:00 in the morning, so we can do necessary tests to assure her about her diabetes status. She was strongly advised that if she finds herself drinking too much and peeing too much with nausea, vomiting, and myalgia to go to the emergency room.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 114/73.

Pulse is 80.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
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ABDOMEN: No guarding. No distention. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection (improved).

PLAN: Today, urinalysis was done. Urinalysis revealed negative nitrite and negative leukocyte esterase.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
