HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old gentleman here with left great toe pain. Described pain as sharp, rated pain 6/10 worse with touch and certain shoes. He stated pain is nonradiating, is confined to the lateral surface of his great toe.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 125/82.

Pulse is 77.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

LEFT GREAT TOE: There is mild edema and migrating erythema on the lateral surface of his nail and tenderness to palpation. Nail appears to be ingrowing into surrounding tissue, but not significant that requires surgical excision at the moment. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Periungual cellulitis, left great toe.
2. Toe pain, left great toe.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medication: Septra 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. The patient was educated on conservative methods in taking care of this issue, namely soaking in warm water and he could add a liquid soap of choice, Betadine, or hydrogen peroxide.
