HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old gentleman here with itchy rash on his face, ear and groin area.
The patient stated this has been ongoing for approximately two days. He denies tightness in his chest or tightness in his throat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient indicated that he did use the new shampoo recently and noticed this rash started after the new shampoo.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 125/82.

Pulse is 62.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.6.

FACE: Scaly macules with localized erythema. No central clearing. No vesicles. No bullae. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance. Lesion is discretely distributed on his face and his groin area.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No distention. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Pruritus.
2. Rash.
3. Contact dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient was given the following medication in the clinic: Dexamethasone 10 mg IM. He was given the medications for outpatient as follows:
1. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream, apply b.i.d. for 14 days #60 g.
2. Atarax 25 mg, he will take one p.o. at bedtime for 30 days #30.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
