LEGG, CAROL

HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old female here with insect bite. The patient stated that she was out in her yard working when a wasp stung her on the dorsal surface of her right hand. She stated, at that time, the pain was not too bad, but over the last few days, pain has gotten worse with increased swelling and redness. She denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, chronic pain, neuropathy, muscle spasm and peripheral edema.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol, morphine, gabapentin, methocarbamol, metoprolol and spironolactone.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco or drug use. She endorses alcohol use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension and hepatitis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 146/77.

Pulse is 68.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.5.

RIGHT HAND DORSAL SURFACE: There is migrating erythema. Site is hot to touch. There is edema. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Insect bite.
2. Cellulitis.
3. Hand pain.

PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following: Dexamethasone 10 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic for additional 15/20 minutes, then reevaluated and she reports improvement in her itching.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Hydroxyzine 25 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 20 days #40.
2. Septra DS 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
3. EpiPen 0.3 mg auto-injector use as directed #1.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
