HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  On April 27, 2007, when the patient was in Sheppard Air Force Base in Texas, the patient was seeing medical care.  At that time, he was given five immunization shots.  The patient tells me that he suddenly fainted.  The patient was diagnosed of syncopal episodes.  The patient fainted and fell to the ground.  As he fell to the ground, he fell to the front of the head.  The patient basically had a chipped tooth as a result from the fall.  The patient does not know how long he was down on the ground.  The patient woke-up, had severe head pain, face pain, and tooth pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me he went to the hospital later on.  The patient had a CT scan and he was diagnosed of traumatic brain injury.  The patient continued to have significant headache, confusion and memory loss.
Since the event, the patient had significant headache.  He had difficulty sleeping.  The patient has memory deficits.  His memory became very poor.  The patient has poor coordination.  The patient also had head pain and had discomfort.
The patient currently is working as a software developer for local company here in San Francisco.  The patient tells me that his memory loss has significantly affecting his job.  The patient is not able to remember task duties.  His short-term memory loss significantly effected.  The patient needs to write down everything.  His difficulty to write software because of his inability to remember task duties.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  On April 27, 2007, the patient was getting immunization shot at the Air Force Base in Texas.  The patient received five immunization shots.  The patient had a syncopal episode and fell to the ground.  He hit the forehead and chipped tooth.  The patient tells me that when he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient significant memory deficits.  He has poor sleep patterns.  He has insomnia symptoms.
His MoCA examination showed that he has very poor delay recall.  His delay recall was 0/5.  The patient also had headaches.  The patient has head discomfort feelings.  It is my opinion that the syncopal episodes resulted in traumatic brain injury from hitting the head on to the ground.  The patient had chipped tooth.  The headache, insomnia symptoms, poor memory are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
