Kehlani comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She is accompanied by her father who helps with the history. Apparently, Kehlani has had a weak right eye since a very young age. She had eye surgery when she was approximately 3 years old. She is supposed to wearing glasses, but she does not wear them. She has some trouble in the classroom in relation to focusing and completing tasks without distraction, but she does not have difficulties performing the visual tasks that are required in the classroom. She is able to distinguish between small objects, avoid hazards in her environment, and read small print. She does not use eye drops. She is not taking oral medications.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and 20/20 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +2.25 –2.50 x 165 on the right and +2.75 –2.00 x 180 on the left. The near acuity with and without correction measures 20/200 on the right and 20/20 on the left at 12 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Intraocular pressures are normal to palpation. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a small optic nerve head on the right side with pallor. Otherwise, the fundi are unremarkable. The eyelids are unremarkable.
The visual field is attempted with a kinetic test without correction utilizing a III4e stimulus, but with poor reliability. The field suggests a constriction in all quadrants. However, clinically the visual fields are not constricted and this result can be attributed to poor understanding and poor effort.
Assessment:
1. Amblyopia, right eye.
2. Astigmatism.
Kehlani has excellent visual acuity with the left eye. Also, she has no indication for a real constriction of peripheral vision. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the classroom. She can read small and moderate size print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis for the left eye is good. The prognosis for the right eye is guarded.
