The patient presents with complaints of low back pain with dysuria for the past three days with vomiting two times yesterday, with back pain worse today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful except history of occasional urinary tract infection; last one a year ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ tenderness to T10-L3 and 1+ tenderness to mid paraspinal area. No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had urinalysis showing presence of slight proteinuria and hematuria without pyuria.

IMPRESSION: Urinary tract infection with possible kidney infection and hematuria.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bactrim Double Strength, Zofran, and Pyridium. To follow up with pediatrician next week to review urine culture and to recheck urine. Advised to go to ER if necessary.
