The patient is for followup with neck injury, continues to have pain, and getting physical therapy weekly. He states he has increased pain with lying down, helped with flexion and rotation exercises. Also, taking the TENS 300 units at home two times a day and as needed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he continues to have some chest pain, better with stents, because still having pain due to have another stent on 09/02/2025. He states still some dizziness, decreased.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Exam unchanged. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Painful range of motion and paraspinal tenderness, also with flexion and extension. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Followup neck injury with other medical problems.
PLAN: To continue physical therapy and medication, with TENS unit. To see cardiologist for additional stent. He will be seen monthly for routine care here to monitor progress as far as his neck injury. Other problems to be followed primarily by cardiologist. See prior dictations.
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
