The patient is seen with possible staph infection in the elbow with swelling and pain past several days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Noted to be inflammation and tenderness to left elbow with full range of motion. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
DIAGNOSIS: Bursitis, left elbow, possible early cellulitis.

PLAN: Treated with Bactrim Double Strength, given Medrol Dosepak with injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone. Follow up with PCP in several days for further evaluation with more urgent care if needed.
