HISTORY: This is a 63-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient stated he was seen recently and was diagnosed with pneumonia. Said he was given so only a Z-PAK and is taking it and finished it and is not better. He said he still coughing cough productive of green sputum. Said he has occasional myalgia and sometimes chills, but he denies elevated temperature.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 138/78.

Pulse is 99.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.5.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has mild crackles hurt diffusely. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. The patient is not tachycardiac. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. He has no peripheral edema. No calf tenderness. No negative Homan sign.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Pneumonia (no improvement).
2. Cough.
3. Myalgia.
PLAN: Today, the patient was offered breathing treatment consists of nebulizer and consisted of Atrovent and albuterol. He declined he said he has machine at home all he needs is medication. He was given the following medication: Rocephin 1 gm IM and dexamethasone 10 g IM. He was observed for approximately 20 minutes or so. He reports some improvement. Said he is comfortable with my discharge plans. He was advised to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the emergency room if he is not better. He was sent home with:
1. Levaquin 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

2. Albuterol 2.5/3 mL 3 mL with home nebulizer t.i.d. p.r.n. for cough and wheezing. Advised to increase fluids. Take medication exactly as prescribed or to go to the emergency room if he is not better.
