An additional set of medical records has been reviewed in conjunction with the requested addendum on this claimant. Over 1100 pages have been reviewed of additional medical records.
These additional records include records from the VA Medical Center, the Piedmont Heart Institute, Ortho Atlanta, Atlanta Sports Medicine Physical Therapy, Piedmont Orthopedics, Emory University Hospital System, Advanced Imaging Centers, Atlanta Sports & Spine Physical Therapy, Atlanta Sports & Injury Center, and deposition of Lori Powell. Note is made that this lady did sustain a motor vehicle accident since the date of my earlier Independent Medical Evaluation of December 12, 2023. This additional motor vehicle accident was sustained on June 28, 2024. She was seen and evaluated at Emory University Hospital and discharged the same day with instructions to return to regular duty work subsequently. She was diagnosed with mild sprain of the cervical, thoracic and lumbar spine. No objective findings were noted on physical examination. Radiologic studies showed no acute injury.
This addendum is performed to determine whether my initial opinions have changed.
