Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Robinson with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, type II diabetes and anemia.  Her last visit was January 13, 2025.  She is feeling well.  No weight changes.  No hospitalizations or procedures since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 132 pounds this is stable, pulse is 86 and blood pressure 108/66.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done July 18, 2025.  Creatinine is slightly improved at 1.39, estimated GFR is 36 and calcium 9.6.  Electrolytes are normal.  Albumin 4.1, phosphorus 3.4 and hemoglobin is 10.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:

1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to ask her to check labs every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Diabetic nephropathy stable.
4. Anemia of chronic disease, not requiring Epogen or iron supplementation at this time.

5. The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
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
