Dear Doctors:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Hehnlin with diabetic nephropathy, hypertension and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  His last visit was a year ago August 5, 2025.  He did have a watchman device placed last Thursday.  No complications.  It seems to be working well and he does remain on warfarin until watchman device allows him to stop taking that and that might be sometime after November 2025.  He is feeling well, but he did have three small strokes since November 2024 with minimal residual, only some difficulty expressing himself at times and to understanding and slow response times sometimes according to his wife also.  Currently, no headaches or dizziness.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No edema.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.
Medications:  He is anticoagulated with warfarin, gabapentin 300 mg twice a day, Novolin 70/30 insulin twice a day, tramadol is 50 mg every eight hours as needed for pain, Lipitor 40 mg at bedtime, Zetia 10 mg daily and aspirin 81 mg daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 259 pounds and this is stable, pulse is 75 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 140/70.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular today.  No murmur or rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender and no edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done August 7, 2025.  Creatinine 0.99, estimated GFR greater than 60, calcium 8.8 and albumin 4.0.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin is 13.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
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Assessment and Plan:

1. Diabetic nephropathy with preserved renal function.  He will continue to have labs every six months.

2. Hypertension, currently at goal and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in the next 9 to 12 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
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
