Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Mr. Maddocks with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Admitted in July to Grayling because of syncope.  He saw neck surgery disc problems postponed one day from August 1st to August 2nd.  This was done and apparently no major side effects.  He is very physically active.  Wears the neck collar, but not all the time.  He has memory issues.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Has to remove to eat it.  No problems of dysphagia.  No bowel or urinary problems.  No edema.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight medications for memory, on Norvasc, losartan and potassium.  Off the HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 231 and blood pressure 146/96 by nurse.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Moving four extremities.
The surgery was an anterior cervical discectomy with a fusion C3 and C4 with a graft coming from the iliac crest bone.

Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.

Labs:  Chemistries August 3 that is one day after surgery stable anemia.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine 1.2, which is an improvement from the emergency room visit at Grayling.  Normal liver function test and calcium.  At that time minor low albumin, which is likely reactive and normal magnesium.  Prior imaging shows bilateral renal cysts, but this is not polycystic kidneys.
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Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better.  Recent acute component dehydration with negative workup at Grayling status post surgery as indicated above without any side effects.  Blood test in a regular basis.  We will monitor hemoglobin for potential EPO treatment.  Monitor electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present blood pressure in the upper side, but he always is anxious when he comes to the office.  Continue present regimen.  Off diuretics.  Same losartan, potassium and Norvasc, further adjustments with new blood test.  Discussed with the family.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
