Dear Kurt:
This is a followup for Mr. White with chronic renal failure.  Last visit in July.  He has been off alcohol for 52 days.  Denies hospital visits.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary symptoms.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No increase of dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc and beta-blockers.  Was on bicarbonate replacement, phosphorus binders and anticoagulation Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 306, prior visit 313 and blood pressure by nurse 130/76.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  3+ edema bilateral.
Labs:  Chemistries anemia 11.5.  Normal sodium.  Potassium in the low side.  Normal acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  GFR 42 stable.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB presently stable.  No progression.  Recent acute on chronic at the time of prerenal component.  Did not require dialysis.  Jardiance was discontinued.  Present bicarbonate does not require replacement.  Discontinue bicarbonate.  Other electrolytes normal.  No need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating Eliquis.  Continue phosphorus binders at two each meal.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
