SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ann is a 50-year-old married Caucasian female who is being treated for major depressive disorder and fibromyalgia. She is having several problems currently. She indicated she went to Canada with her husband and over there she developed severe abdominal pain. She immediately ran to Detroit and was admitted at the Detroit Henry Ford Hospital where she had undergone cholecystectomy. It was told to her that there is a leaking of the gut through the gallbladder and that sometimes may cause anemia, which was the reason for anemia. She is currently undergoing healing of the wound and looking positive and following directions to control her ambulation and not to bend down to pick up anything to avoid any hernia. She is still having non-healing area in abdomen. She was alert, oriented, and pleasant. She described that the only support she has is her husband and also four kitties; they are living with her and also helping her. Ann was pleasant and appropriate. Described she is doing much better and is feeling more calm and relaxed. Her weight has reduced to 264 pounds. She is currently on duloxetine 30 mg daily, buspirone 10 mg twice a day, and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. She was alert, oriented, coherent, and logical. Having good eye contact. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. She noticed much, much improvement.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent, fibromyalgia, recently operated for cholecystitis and undergone cholecystectomy, history of anemia, and history of coronary artery disease.

PLAN: Continue with current plan. Follow with the PCP. She described she has sufficient supply of the medication and does not need any refills right now.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
