SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David was cooperative and appropriate. Described that currently he is living with his parents up north and has been doing good. He is working on his diet and also doing exercise and reduced his weight a couple of pounds. He also discussed that he has been on probation and his court date has been assigned on September 24, 2025. He was seen recently by primary care physician and has been prescribed fish oil and other recommendation to decrease his weight and improve his functioning. David denies any side effect of the medication. He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any panic disorder. He described medication has been working. He was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There were no suicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory delusion. He described medication has been helping and he has been feeling much better.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia, chronic paranoid type.

PLAN: Continue with Zyprexa 20 mg daily #30 tablets ordered. Continue to follow recommendation from primary care physician, i.e., work on his diet and exercise and fish oil. We will see him in four weeks.
