This is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA. Comorbidities include hypertensive heart disease, COPD, obesity, chronic kidney disease IIIB, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and confusion. Her KPS/PPS is at 40%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has decreased mentation and confusion especially in the evening consistent with sundowner syndrome. She has had frequent falls in the past six weeks. The patient has chronic pain related to her diabetes and her obesity. Her appetite is diminished. She appears to be more withdrawn. Today’s blood pressure is 140/90 and heart rate is 89 with her O2 saturation of 95%. The patient’s weight loss has caused L-MAC to drop to 24 cm on the left side non-dominant arm. FAST score, which is related to patient’s confusion, is at 6E. The patient has bouts of difficulty with speech especially when she gets tired related to her ischemic stroke. The patient’s dementia is considered to be post stroke. The patient is no longer able to ambulate without assistance. She has difficulty to understand with dysarthric speech, protein-calorie malnutrition and greater than 10% weight loss. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
