I told him he needs to skip vent and do a colonoscopy because he has no insurance, but he states there is no way in hell he can and he is going to wait till he gets his Medicare next month. I told him there is a risk of colon cancer with his family history, possible polyps and especially with the low MCH and MCHC, but he states “it doesn’t matter, I can’t do much about it at this time.” So, he is also checking his blood sugars at home, in the 130s which is much better, he is feeling great and everything was discussed with him at length today.
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
