Dear Jon:

This is a followup for Dean.  Comes accompanied with wife.  History of membranous nephropathy biopsy proven as well as positive testing for antibodies against PLA2R.  Received immunosuppressants prednisone and cyclophosphamide with recurrence and then Rituxan with the last dose last year around October.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of systems is negative.  There is up weight of 226.  Urine is clear without foaminess.  No edema.  No skin rash or joint tenderness.  Review of systems done.
Medications:  Presently takes no medications.  No over-the-counter.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 127/80.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No edema.  No skin or joint problems.  No mucosal abnormalities.  Normal neurologically.
Labs:  Recent chemistries August, no protein in the urine, a 24-hour collection close to 0.  Normal kidney function, potassium, acid base, glucose and calcium.  Testing for the antibody is undetectable.  Albumin was not done.
Assessment and Plan:  History of membranous nephropathy associated to PLA2R as indicated above immunosuppressants with recurrence, follow with Rituxan.  Last dose back in October does not like nine months.  No evidence of proteinuria or edema.  Normal kidney function and electrolytes.  Normal blood pressure.  No treatment.  No evidence of recurrence.  At this moment no indication for Rituxan.  He is very aware what to watch.  We will repeat assessment and chemistries in six months.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
