The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past several days and describes episodes of dizziness in the morning x 2 with clearing lying down.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of heart problems with history of congenital heart disease, followed at Texas Children’s Hospital with recent evaluation, to be seen again with planned surgical repair in the near future.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Grade III holosystolic murmur loudest on apex. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Flu, strep and COVID testing were all negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis non-strep.
PLAN: Treated with Z-PAK and Bromfed. Follow up with Texas Children’s Hospital for congenital heart disease. Cautioned with history of vertigo. Follow up with PCP for further evaluation.
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
