CHIEF COMPLAINT
Dementia.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is a 62-year-old male with chief complaint of dementia.  I have previously seen the patient on February 25, 2025.  The patient has been taking the medication memantine 10 mg pills twice a day.  The patient continues to have significant memory deficits.  The patient does not know why he is here.  He has very poor memory.  He does not know his medical records.
NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION

MENTAL EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  He does not know the year.  He does not know the month.  He does not know the date.  However, he knows his date of birth.  His date of birth is April 9, 1963, the patient knows that.  He does not know why he is here.  Serial 7s is 0/5.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  The patient has poor judgment and poor insight.
IMPRESSION
Dementia, advanced.  The patient also had bifrontal encephalomalacia and brain MRI that was likely due to head injury.

MoCA examination, the patient is very poor on the MoCA examination score.  The patient does not know the year, month and date.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/5.  Serial 7 is a 0/5.  The patient is disoriented to time, date and situation.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Continue the patient on memantine 10 mg one p.o. b.i.d.
3. Continue Donepezil 23 mg one p.o. q. day.
4. Explained to the patient common side effects.

5. The patient has poor prognosis from the dementia.

6. I will recommend the patient to follow up with the neurologist in six months.
