FAMILY HISTORY: Both died of old age.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states I am old to have back problem, shoulder problem, and doctor stated I have arthritis, but I have no chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 146/86. His MAC on left side is 26 cm. O2 saturation is 96% and pulse is 75.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 66-year-old independent gentleman doing very well with his psych medication and current dose of medication. He has no issues with hallucinations, depression, or anxiety. He is sleeping well.
No history of hypertension or diabetes. He needs a physician to see him on regular basis to review his psych medication. I recommended using a mobile service or like Physicians On The Go who has a psych division and they can see him to refill his medication and to have regular blood work done to check his liver function status while he is on these medications.
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
