Ms. Bias comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of alcohol abuse and states that she had to stop working as a waitress in 2023 because of anxiety and a significant loss of vision. There is a record with Dr. Robert Tomsak at the Kresge Eye Institute dated September 25, 2024 describing nutritional optic neuropathy associated with alcoholism. At that time, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on the right and 20/200 on the left. She does not use eye drops. She has not had eye surgery. She states that she has difficulties reading small and moderate size print.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.75 x 082 on the right and –0.75 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/400 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 12 on the right and 14 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows 1+ pallor to each optic nerve head. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold visual field test with a III4e stimulus with correction and with poor reliability shows a constriction of the visual fields on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.
2. Myopia.
Ms. Bias has clinical findings that are consistent with measured visual acuity. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small and moderate size print. However, she should not have difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. The visual field testing today is not reliable and clinically her visual fields are not constricted. Her prognosis is poor.
