The patient presents with pain right fifth toe for the past three weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Erythema with swelling to right medial fifth toe with partial excoriation of lateral nail bed with partial removal of nail. Gait within normal limits. Neurovascular and Tendons: No injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Paronychia right fifth toe with possible ingrown toenail.
PLAN: Treated with Betadine soaks. Given prescription for Bactrim Double Strength and mupirocin with topical care. To follow back up with pediatrician for referral to podiatrist for further care of infected toe with possible partial ingrown toenail.
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
