HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 57-year-old woman complained of cough, congestion, headaches, sinus problems and anxiety. At one time, she was taking her clonazepam 1 mg twice a day, but it has been cut down to once a day. I told her she needs to see a different doctor if she wants to keep that at twice a day, our office only gives at 1 mg a day. No sign of abuse, diversion or dependency noted.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Clonazepam 1 mg a day, atenolol 25 mg a day and Crestor 10 mg a day.

ALLERGIES: None.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: The patient’s mammogram has not been done. Colonoscopy has not been done. She is not interested in doing either one at this time.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father is alive with heart disease, stroke, coronary artery disease. Mother is alive with diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period was at age 52. No smoking, no drinking reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 216 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.6. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 120/74.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

6. Crestor 10 mg now.

7. Atenolol 25 mg at bedtime.
