HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Gendy is a nurse practitioner student, 39-year-old, comes in today complaining of pain on the left side of her neck and dizziness. She does not feel well. She did have a lipoma under her chin 0.6 cm, does not appear to change, but she is asking for a CT scan to be done of her soft tissue. She is also having cough, having some night sweats and weight loss and she has had some foreign travel and concerned about tuberculosis. I asked her if they have been studying this part of the body in her anatomy and she laughs.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2.
MEDICATIONS: She is not taking any medicines at this time.
ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She is a full-time student. Last period a month ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 130 pounds, up 1 pound. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.8. Respiratory rate 16. Pulse 97. Blood pressure 118/81.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
The lipoma under her chin has not changed any. I do not see any other lymphadenopathy present.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Lipoma, no change.

2. Night sweat.

3. Weight loss per the patient.

4. Check CT of the chest.
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5. Check CT of the soft tissue neck.

6. Check blood work.

7. Mild vertigo.
8. Sore throat.

9. I recommended taking Claritin over-the-counter.

10. Swish and swallow with nystatin. She feels she might have some overgrowth with fungal infection.

11. CT of the chest without any contrast ordered.

12. CT of the soft tissue neck without any contrast ordered.

13. Findings discussed with the patient.

14. Chart reviewed. Her CBC, chemistry, thyroid and other indices were within normal limits except for high bilirubin in June two months ago. No further blood test needed at this time.

15. Findings discussed with the patient. The patient was reassured before leaving.
