HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Macie is a 28-year-old young lady who comes in today with symptoms of UTI. She wants to be checked for STD. She is also having some sore throat, cough and congestion.
The patient has had three pregnancies. Last pregnancy was eight months ago and at that time THEY DID A TUBAL LIGATION.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Other surgeries include gallbladder surgery and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period was on 08/06/2025.
FAMILY HISTORY: Colon cancer in mother who passed away.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: The patient has not had colonoscopy, but the family wants her to have one and she is going to have one later.
She is alert and awake. She has no breast tenderness, tiredness, nausea, vomiting, vaginal bleed, or any other signs or symptoms of pregnancy.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 152 pounds. O2 sat 94%. Temperature 97.9. Respiratory rate 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 120/77.

HEENT: TM slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Urinalysis shows trace leukocytes.

2. URI.

3. Dexamethasone 10 mg, but no antibiotics needed.

4. The patient’s STD panel was done.

5. The patient’s urine test is slightly positive for pregnancy.

6. We are going to do a beta-HCG.

7. Chances of her being pregnant after tubal is very, very low, but possible.

8. Rule out hydatidiform mole.

9. Ultrasound of the abdomen is negative today.

10. If this continues to be positive, we have to send her to an OB/GYN to do a vaginal ultrasound.

11. We obtained HCG quantitative, urine culture, Chlamydia and gonorrhea, HSV-1 and HSV-2, and HIV tests today before leaving the office.

12. We will call the patient with the results tomorrow.

13. If she develops nausea, vomiting or any other signs or symptoms of pregnancy and/or worsening symptoms of her cold and congestion, she will call us right away.
