Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Delamater with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  Some weight loss.  Has pancreatic cancer on treatment at University of Michigan.  They adjusted his chemotherapy.  He is able to eat small amounts multiple times through the day and that is keeping his albumin normal although there is progressive weight loss presently 140, previously 154.  Off and on nausea and vomiting.  Exposed to morphine caused severe constipation discontinued, improved.  Pain control presently on Norco.  No blood or melena.  No changes in urination.  He uses CPAP machine at night.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Chemotherapy includes gemcitabine, off the platin base chemo and also take Abraxane.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 120s/60s.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or distinction.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Looks frail.  Chronically ill.  Muscle wasting.  Pallor of the skin.
Labs:  There is anemia.  Low platelet count.  Low lymphocytes from pancreatic cancer and chemotherapy.  Normal kidney function.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low-sodium.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Present GFR better than 60.  All the liver function test except for minor increase of ALT are normal.  No protein in the urine or blood.
Assessment and Plan:  He has chronic kidney disease presently looks normal because of the weight loss.  At the same time he has no symptoms.  No activity from renal issues.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.  Chemistries as indicated above.  Underlying pancreatic cancer, chemotherapy and effects of cell count.  Stable nutrition, electrolytes and acid base.  I am going to sign off.  If there is a need arising in the future, best wishes to the patient and wife, which is present.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
