HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that it was in March 2014.  The patient was in the Air Force Academy.  The patient tells me that he was punched in the head during boxing classes.  The patient tells me that it was heavy punch onto the left temporal area.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  He believed that he was out of consciousness for two seconds.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, disorientation and brain fog.  The patient tells me that he has had these symptoms for next several days.  Since the event, the patient had these symptoms for at least one to two weeks after the injury.
Since the event, the patient has significant brain fog symptoms.  He had difficulty concentrate.  The patient has headaches.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.
The patient is currently working for intelligence in the Air Force.  The patient tells me that the brain fog and concentration difficulty has significant effected his job.  The patient tells me that he is not able to focus at work.  His memory is poor because of the brain fog.  The patient is not able to remember details.  There are times that he would forget his task duties.  The patient tells me that significant difficulty to do intelligence workup because it was mental fogginess and unable to remember details well.
