The patient is currently in the navy.  The patient is a jet mechanic.  He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his work as a job mechanic.  His vertigo symptoms and dizziness symptoms affecting him to work effectively as a mechanic.  There are times he is not able to stand steady.  He also vision problems that is also affecting the work as a mechanic.  The headache and the migraines are significantly affecting his concentration and focus.  He tells me that he is no longer able to work as a jet mechanic.
