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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2019 at the Naval Air Station Lemoore, the patient was working underneath an aircraft wing.  It was at 2 o’clock in the morning.  The patient tells me that as he was working underneath the wing of an aircraft, he hit the top of the head onto the pylon.  He tells me that the pylon was something attached to the wing.  It was a metal part.  It hit the top of the head on to the pylon.  He immediately had loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  He was out of consciousness for about 10 seconds.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe confusion and disorientation and severe head pain.  The patient felt dizzy and lightheaded.  The patient tells me that he has these symptoms for the next few days.  The headache was persistent for several days.
Since the event, the patient had significant headaches.  The patient has intermittent lightheadedness.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus.  The patient also has significant pain symptoms in the back of the neck.
The patient is currently working as a Navy Aviation Electrician.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significant affecting him to work.  He states his headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient has difficulty remember his task duties.  The patient had difficulty remember steps to fix the generators.  The patient tells me he gets confused a lot at work.
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
