The patient appears much weaker with worsening mentation. The patient is eating very little, has lost weight. Her current FAST score is at 7A, MAC of 21.5 with a PPS of 40%. The patient also suffers from hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipidemia, and right-sided weakness. She is wheelchair bound, has confusion. The patient lives with her husband who also requires much help and requires help of provider services. The patient is incontinent of urine and stool and requires help with all ADL. The patient is now sleeping 16-18 hours a day, eats very little and continues to deteriorate as far as her mentation is concerned. The patient’s blood pressure was 154/75, pulse of 82, respirations 20, and temperature 97.5 with an O2 sat of 92% on room air. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
